	Chief Durand and Sheriff Winter provided the Yakima County Sheriff’s monthly report including bar graphs and contract time patrolling the Town. The report showed 33 calls in the month of November, 2015. Sheriff Winter introduced newly promoted deputies and discussed briefly the process of obtaining new officers. Council members asked questions of Chief Durand regarding the reports. 
Councilwoman Hawver was at the meeting which was held at the Hilton in Yakima. A couple of interesting subjects were talked about, including law enforcement against drugs offenses. Yakima Basin Integrated Plan. The YVCOG budget passed as it was presented previously. Naches opposed as the Council previously voted.  
The regular Council meeting was closed at 7:09 p.m. A Public Hearing was opened to receive comments on the proposed 2016 budget. After no testimony was received, the Public Hearing closed at 7:10 p.m. The Regular Council meeting reopen at 7:10 p.m.

a) Department of Ecology Application Grant Sweeper: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 

b) 2016 Budget Schedule & proposed 2016 Budget. Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired.  
c) Town of Naches GMA Update: The Master Interlocal Agreement for Growth Management Act implementation in Yakima County is to provide a management structure for growth and development. Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 
d) TIB-LED: The Town has ordered the lights and the project will start soon after receiving them. 
e) Naches- UGA: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 
a) 2016 Sheriff’s Contract/Agreement: It’s a standard agreement and the only changes made was that the animal control was added, plus a 3% percent increase for the contract service ending December 2016. 
b) 2015 Budget Amendment: A budget amendment is necessary to be in compliance with the State Auditors Office. Purchasing the sweeper put the budget close to its previous budget amount.
a) Proposed Resolution No. 2015-20: A resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington authorizing the Mayor sign the law enforcement agreement for the fiscal year 2016 between Yakima County Sheriff’s Office and the Town of Naches. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approve resolution No. 2015-20. Seconded by Councilman Kramer. Motion carried unanimously. 
b) Proposed Ordinance No. 706: An ordinance amending the 2015 operating budget as adopted by ordinance No. 703 for the Town of Naches, Washington. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approve ordinance No. 706. Seconded by Councilman Weekes. Motion carried unanimously. 
c) Proposed Ordinance No. 707: An ordinance of the Town of Naches, Washington, amending chapter 13.04.300 A through D, of the Naches Municipal Code pertaining to water service rates. Councilman Hawver moved to approve ordinance No. 707. Seconded by Councilman Weekes. Motion carried unanimously. 

d) Proposed Ordinance No. 708: An ordinance of the Town of Naches, Washington, amending section 13.08.110 of the Naches Municipal Code relating to user charges for sewer service. Councilman Hawver moved to approve ordinance No. 708. Seconded by Councilman Weekes. Motion carried unanimously. 

e) Proposed Ordinance No. 709: An ordinance adopting the budget of the Town of Naches, Washington, for fiscal year ending December 31, 2016. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approve ordinance 709. Seconded by Councilman Kramer. Motion carried unanimously.
