	Chief Durand, provided the Yakima County Sheriff’s monthly report including bar graphs and contract time patrolling the Town. The report showed 21 calls in the month of May, 2015. 
Dinner was at the Depot building on May 20th and it was very successful. 
Ron Freeze with the Naches Lions Club: Mr. Freeze updated Mayor and Council on the event taking place September 11, 12 &13. The event has a parade, carnival and a beer tent. No fireworks display this year, Mr. Freeze will provide insurance to the Town as soon as is available. 
The regular Council meeting closed at 7:10 p.m. The Public Hearing to receive comments on the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program 2016 through 2021 was opened at 7:10 p.m. No testimony was received. The Public Hearing closed at 7:10 p.m. and the regular Council meeting reconvened at 7:10 p.m.
Scott Miller with Yakima Valley Office of Emergency Management. Mr. Miller explained the process of the plan. The Yakima County Comprehensive Emergency Management Program, provides strategic emergency planning guidance for jurisdictions consists of thirteen cities and towns within the County, unincorporated areas of the county, as well as special districts and private organizations. The program is subdivided into a Basic Plan and Sections 1-6 (Continuity of Operations, Mitigation, Preparedness, Response, Recovery, and Special Subjects). Maintaining an approved CEMP is required for the cities/towns and the County by the Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 38.52 and 39.34 and the Washington Administrative Codes 118.04, 118.30, and 296-62-3112.
a) Bonlow Drive Extension Phase III: Discussed during Study Session, and no further discussion was desired. 
b) Department of Ecology Application Grant Loan was discussed.
c) Depot Advisory Committee: The first movie date was moved to June 27, 2015. There was discussion about the movies.
d) Memorandum on Advisory Committees: The memorandum outlines the duties and responsibilities of the Committees and Councilmembers.
a) Professional Service agreement between the Town of Naches and Yakima Valley Conference of Government for the GMA Update. The Growth Management Act is a mandated plan. The plan is due in 2017 and it’s a 2 year process. There was discussion about the time commitment and process. 
b) Task order No. 2015-1 regarding general agreement between the Town of Naches and Huibregtse Louman Associates, Inc. Engineering services need to be provided during the construction of the public facilities associated with the school construction.  Pursuant to Town of Naches Municipal Code section 16.12.090(B) this is ultimately paid by the developer in this case the School District. 
c) Surplus Property owned by the Town of Naches. There was discussion about the surplus property and disposal of such property. 
d) Authorize Staff to purchase concession items for the June 27, 2015 movie night in an amount up to $500.00. Councilman Hawver moved to approve the concession purchase. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. 

a) Proposed Resolution No. 2015-6: A resolution adopting the Town of Naches, Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program. Councilman Williams moved to approve resolution No. 2015-6. Seconded by Councilman Weekes. Motion carried unanimously.
