AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF NACHES, WASHINGTON,

AMENDING CHAPTER 13.04.300 A THROUGH C OF THE NACHES

MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO WATER SERVICE RATES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF NACHES, WASHINGTON as follows:

Chapter 13.04.300 A through C of the Naches Municipal Code is amended to replace the existing rate as follows:

Within the corporate limits, with access to irrigation water:

All overages beyond the base of four hundred (400) cubic feet shall be charged at ninety-nine cents ($0.99) per one hundred (100) cubic feet.

All overages beyond the base of four hundred (400) cubic feet shall be charged at fifty cents ($0.50) per one hundred (100) cubic feet.  This reduced rate for accounts without access to irrigation water shall apply from May 1 through October 31.  The rates in Section 13.04.300(A) shall apply for the other months.



C.
Outside the corporate limits: Rates for services outside the corporate limits of the Town shall be Town rates as adopted, plus fifty (50) percent, or as indicated in the following chart:
